. Abusive, distruptive, offensive behaviour or language is unacceptable at
the Y WA.

. Respect the rights and diverse needs of all children and young people in
line with our Safeguarding Children and Young People Policy and
procedures. Do not make derogatory, culturally insensitive, or other
inappropriate comments whilst at the Y WA.

. Provide the Y WA with all required information including any requests for
identification, insurance information or other information as necessary.

. Promptly report any incidents or safety concerns to a Y staff member.

. By entering our premises, you consent to these Conditions of Entry.
